If you complete an application for the CA COVID-19 Rent Relief program, this may reduce your risk of
eviction. Your landlord can’t legally evict you for non-payment of COVID-related debt without also
applying for the program.

If your landlord files paperwork (unlawful detainer) with a California court to have you legally evicted, this
will result in a court summons, which you must respond to within five (5) business days.
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
